OT Priest

32 “If he (sinner) brings a lamb as his
offering for a sin offering, he shall bring a
female without blemish 33 and lay his hand
on the head of the sin offering and kill it for
a sin offering in the place where they kill the
burnt offering. 34 Then the priest shall take
some of the blood of the sin offering with
his finger and put it on the horns of the altar
of burnt offering and pour out all the rest of
its blood at the base of the altar. 35 And all
its fat he shall remove as the fat of the
lamb is removed from the sacrifice of peace
offerings, and the priest shall burn it on the
altar, on top of the Lord's food offerings.
And the priest shall make atonement for
him for the sin which he has committed,
and he shall be forgiven.

ABSTAIN FROM PASSIONS
OF THE FLESH

Do not take part in the sinful lifestyle of the
nonbelievers with whom you dwell. The
children of Israel fell into the sins of the

pagan Canaanites. Delight in God’s good
gifts, not sinful desires.

KEEP YOUR CONDUCT
HONORABLE

Live honorably, trustworthy in business
dealings, generous as neighbors, and
righteous in your finances. Don't cheat,
lie, or live rudely. Make sure that your
conduct is honorable, so that God is
glorified.

LET YOUR GOOD WORKS
GLORIFY GOD

We don't do good works to get attention
for ourselves, but it is good for our
good works to be seen so that they

bring glory to God. This does not mean

flaunting your generosity, but rather not
hiding your godly living.

HEBREWS 10:19-25

19 Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the
holy places by the blood of Jesus, 20 by the new and living way
that he opened for us through the curtain, that is, through his
flesh, 21 and since we have a great priest over the house of
God, 22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of
faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience
and our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the
confession of our hope without wavering, for he who promised
is faithful. 24 And let us consider how to stir up one another to
love and good works, 25 not neglecting to meet together, as is
the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all the
more as you see the Day drawing near.
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
